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A complaint was filed by three of the five County Commissioners alleging that a
former board member had violated the County Ethics Law by failing to disclose pertinent
information that could have potentially affected the board’s decision regarding the sewer
line on Route 8.

The Ethics Commission dismissed the Complaint as legally insufficient and
plainly frivolous under 8-10 G (3), as no facts were alleged that provided any evidence of
an actual private gain for the individual or for another. See In the Matter of Barry
Waterman, Queen Anne’s County Circuit Court, #17-C-11-15807 (2011).
