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edvisory Opinion of Septernber 15, 2008

The Commission considered the facts that were provided regarding the County sick leave
donation policy and any potential conflict with the County Public Ethics Laws.

The Commission determined that there would be a violation of the County Public Ethics
Law, specifically $8-12 (a) 2, if a Supervisor is requesting a donation of sick leave from an
ernployee that he or she directly supervises, but not for the ernployee to request a sick leave
donation from their Supervisor. The Supervisor may request sick leave from another Supervisor
or from other county ernployees not under their supervision. The conflict lies in the balance of
power in the relationship.
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
