Advisory Opinion Issued on November 19. 2007.

The Commission determined that the receipt of a free or reduced cost trip by an employee
of the Queen Anne's County Departrnent of Aging to accompany seniors and community
members on a trip sponsored by the Depanment oiAging and arranged by a contractor travel
agency would violate the gift section of the Queen Anneis County iluUti.'ptttics law, gS-12A.
The gift exceeds the permissible value of a gift lhat may be accepted by a County employee froman entity that has a contract with the County or is subjett to the authoriiy of the employeeos
agency, as set out in $8-12A. Further, acceptance of this gift may also violate gA-tiCiZ;, asgiving the appearance of impairing the impartiality and inlependent judg*.nt of tfr. r-ploy.,
receiving the gift. The county employee may not accept the free trip.
